The AM2 Preparation Courses is specifically designed to refine, hone and enhance a student’s existing underpinning knowledge and practical skills to the required standard prior to the candidate undertaking the new AM2 Test at the Chelmsford AM2 Test Centre.

This situation may be considered to be similar to the learner driver who has already satisfactorily completed their basic driving tuition and training program but who now feels that they may benefit from a last minute revisionary sesson that would improve his or her chance of passing the AM2 Test at the first attempt.

Please note that a pre-course study pack will be sent to you as soon as you have fully enrolled onto this course, this particular course is very short and intensive therefore you will need to ensure that you work through this pack and be as prepared as possible before day 1 of the course commences or you will not be in a position to receive maximum benefit from the course information and activities. 

Please Note that this relatively short 2-day AM2 Preparation Training Course is NOT considered to be suitable or of sufficient length for candidates who do NOT already possess the basic underpinning knowledge skills and practical skills in all of the assessment areas specified in the NET Candidate Self Assessment Checklist.

► For candidates who have not covered the work activities covered in the NET Self Assessment Checklist and who therefore require more in-depth training it may be advisable for you to seek assistance from your employer or college to try and organise additional training or support before booking the 2-day AM2 Preparation Course or prior to attempting the AM2 Test.
Please note that the AM2 Preparation Training Courses will NOT be tutored or delivered by the AM2 Examiner who will be responsible for your AM2 Test Assessments.

· Fault identification and rectification practices and procedures.

· The basic requirements for the Gola 1-hour exam.
